II.  
FINANCIAL REPORT


The SACC presented the board with copies of the annual financial report for review ending 30 June 2011.  At present the State has approximately $16,000 in the account.  Expenditures for the fiscal year included athlete apparel, awards, clinicians, SACC travel to State, Regionl, National clinic’s / meeting’s, judges expenditures for level 8 State’s Panels etc.

Possible uses for the excess funds were discussed including a proposed clinic for

Athletes and Coaches prior to level 8/9/10 States.  Terry Veit-Harmening, Todd Weiss, and Valdi Kolass were assigned the task to coordinate this clinic for March of 2012, with a proposed athlete fee of $25, free to coaches bringing athletes, required for judges assigned to Regionals.  Suggestions included bringing in clinicians. Details are to be finalized by mid-August. CPE credit would be available for judges.

CONGRESS UPDATES

a. Mini Congress is moving to August in 2012 (tentative August 17-18). Region is proposing financial incentives to clubs and judges (if registering through NAWGJ) to increase attendance at Mini Congress.

IV.
J.O UPDATE

a.
JO Championships will be at World Class (in Virginia) and Regionals will be hosted by Sports Plex in Maryland.  There are only 2 bids for 9/10 Regionals at present so deadline is being extended to August 1.

b.
The All-Star Regional Team is going to Switzerland.  Highest scoring Level 10’s comprise the All-Star Regional Team.

c.
A rule change from the National Office will require foreign National Team Members to declare with the National Office.  Foreign athletes may be able to attend Nationals if NOT National Team Members.

V.
STATE / REGIONAL UPDATE

a. Region 7 is considering sending an All-Star team from Level 8 Regionals to the Open National Meet (top 8 scoring athletes).  Would reimburse the club and athlete for expenses to attend.

b.
USAG Prep Optional is coming to NJ.  Sister program to USAG.  At present, every state decides its own rules.  USAG looking to take it over and standardize it – called Excel.  More information to come as the program evolves.  NJ will look to adopt program once it is taken over by National Office

b. Discussion on Coaches wearing State shirts at Regionals meets. Different

solutions were proposed.  Guidelines for ordering apparel include:

Must go through GK first.

May be possible to go with just jackets.

Try Adidas through GK; 

4
2 shirts per club – additional shirt must be purchased by club

This RULE will be enforced.

MEET BIDS UPDATE

VII.
OFFICIAL UPDATE

New for officials – a MapQuest print out must accompany mileage report in order to be eligible for mileage reimbursement.

VIII.
SECTIONAL / STATE MEET UPDATE

There has been a change in rules pertaining to not allowing athletes who have not paid for sectional and state fees to compete.  Change now reads that all athletes must be allowed to compete if they meet all qualifying procedures.  Therefore, payment will now be considered a “qualifying procedure”.

IX.
COMPUSORY UPDATE

Todd Weiss reintroduced the concept of looking into the compulsory levels to work with these coaches and increase the team work amongst clubs. The Positive Coaches’ Alliance online parents course was mentioned as a type of program to help newer coaches get their parents educated.  This topic is to be continued at a later date.
